RAGLAN SLSC - CODE OF CONDUCT

All Members, persons and organisations bound by this Regulation must meet the
following requirements in regard to their conduct during any activity held or
sanctioned by Raglan SLSC and in any role they hold within Raglan SLC.

1. Respect the rights, dignity and worth of others.

2. Be fair, considerate, and honest in all dealings with others.

3. Be professional in, and accept responsibility for, their actions.

4. Make a commitment to providing quality service.

5. Be aware of, and adhere to the Constitution, Regulations, policies and
procedures of Raglan SLSC as well as the rules of Surf Life Saving, including

national and international guidelines which govern Surf Life Saving.

6. Ensure that any physical contact with others is appropriate to the situation and
necessary for the particular Surf Life Saving activity.

7. Refrain from any form of Harassment, Discrimination, and/or Child Abuse of
others.

8. Refrain from any behaviour that may bring Raglan SLSC, and SLSNZ into
disrepute.

9. Provide a safe environment for the conduct of Surf Life Saving activities.
10. Show concern and caution towards others.
11. Be a positive role model.

12. Understand the repercussions if they breach, or are aware of any breaches of,
the Regulations or this Code of Conduct.

13. Report any alleged breaches of the Regulations or this Code of Conduct in
accordance with the Constitution and the Regulations.
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
